1.  Schedule:
WA-Access to Instruction and Measurement (WA-AIM) is a performance task assessment designed to measure a student’s knowledge and skills linked to the Common Core State Standards. More information is available at http://k12.wa.us/Assessment/WA-AIM/default.aspx.
Requirements:

Elementary – 5 access point frameworks in ELA; 5 access point frameworks in Math & Science

Secondary - 5 access point frameworks in ELA; 5 access point frameworks in Math & Science
Data collection window is October 19, 2015 – March 29, 2016. 
Baseline Access Point: (less, intermediate, or most) Any time after the modules are completed; not prior to November 2. If the student scores 75% or higher on the 5 items, the student must be moved to the next highest access point.
Final Access Point: No sooner than 6 weeks from the baseline; completion by March 29. Complete data entry by April 1, 2016.
