	· Early Support for Infant and Toddlers:  The Department of Early Learning has issued draft regulations that will limit the overhead retained by school districts to 5% on funds contracted out to providers and 10% on funds used for school district provided services, require year-round services, and specifies the services that must be provided. In addition, the department is creating recommendations to the Legislature regarding “redesigning” the program, which may include changing the flow of funds to school districts and the role of school districts in providing services. Reminder: State requirements in WAC 392-190-020 (revised December 2014) require all school districts and public charter schools to provide training to all administrators and certificated and classroom personnel, including compliance coordinators, about their responsibility to prohibit unlawful discrimination and to address bias. This training may be especially helpful for district and building administrators and compliance coordinators, but all are welcome.
