Participants will be chosen to provide a well-balanced work group in terms of previous science assessment experience, content and grade-level expertise, and state demographics. Each work group will include both experienced and new applicants. 
The assessments are three-dimensional—assessing Science and Engineering Practices and Crosscutting Concepts in the context of Physical Sciences; Life Sciences; Earth and Space Sciences; and Engineering, Technology, and Applications of Science. Educators are encouraged to apply for work groups at multiple grades based on content expertise. For example, a middle school teacher with content expertise in earth science is encouraged to apply for grades 5, 8, and/or high school work groups.
Teachers who have not yet participated in an assessment development work group for the WCAS will be required to complete an online pre-meeting training. STEM clock hours will be provided for the online training.
Teachers who have previously participated in a development work group for the WCAS are not required to complete the pre-meeting training.
