Some of these texts focus on literacy instruction for multilingual students, while others focus on aspects of literacy and literacy instruction that are helpful to know when teaching multilingual students—even though the text may not focus on these students specifically.  Highlighted entries are books or articles written for classroom teachers and coaches; I have included a few academic sources for those of you who want to dig into this topic more deeply. 
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
