Translanguaging is the act performed by bilinguals of
accessing different features of various modes of what are
described as autonomous languages, in order to maximize
communicative potential. It is an approach to bilingualism
that is centered, not on languages as has often been the
case, but on the practices of bilinguals in order to make
sense of their multilingual worlds. Therefore,
translanguaging goes beyond what has been termed
codeswitching, although it includes it.
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
